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248. Chair-O-Planes Accident

A recett acadent occurred in Northamptonshire when a 90 kg (14 stone) man was geded
from aChair-O-Planeseat onto onlookers. An adult and a child received slight injuries.

The gedion followed from failure of one of the 4 support chain attacdhments at the S-hook at
the dnair. Although thisis normaly less grious than failure & the hanger at the upper end of
the dhains, on this occasion the passenger was unable to maintain stability and was thrown
outwards.

Support chains or cables wea or otherwise deteriorate and controllers need to ched, maintain
and replace them as required.

Some Appointed Inspedion Bodies require esidence of continued chain and attachment integ-
rity by expeding controllersto provide cetificates of proof load test, issued by an appropriate
test fadlity, at suitable periodic intervals, and this was historicdly part of the Showmen's
Guild of Great Britain’s guidance.
